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New Missal heralds ¢a richer, more eleganti celebration

A{rﬁvision of the Ro-
an Missal doesnot
happen often fiso itfs very
important in the life of the
church,0 said Archhishop
James Weisgerber at the
yrst of six presentations
introducing the new Ro-
man Missal to the Arch-
diocese of Winnipeg.

The archbishop was
joined for the presentations
by Rev. Darrin Gurr, pas-
tor at St. Giannads Parish
in Winnipeg and Director
of Liturgy for the Diocesan
Liturgical ~ Commission.
The presentations were
held Nov. 3 to 12 in each
of the archdiocesets six
deaneries. The new mis-
sal was implemented Sun.,
Nov. 27, the yrst Sunday of
Advent 2011.

At Notre Dame Parish in
Selkirk Nov. 3, the arch-
bishop said the missal fis
about what the Mass is and
how we are to celebrate
it.0 He said according to
the Second Vatican Coun-
cil fithe Mass is the sum-
mit and source of our lives

as Christians. At the Last
Supper, Jesus made a gift
of himself to the church. In
the Mass we enter into the
death and resurrection of
Jesus and that is how we
are transformed.o
Weisgerber said God took
the most elemental things a
human being can do, eating
and drinking, fiand with that
we become part of Christ,
we become his body and

that is what takes place at
Mass. Since the Last Sup-
per the Mass has been at
the centre of our commu-
nity. The Eucharist is what
keeps us one.0

The archbishop said the
church fis human and it is
affected by all the things that
happen in human history
including cultural changes,
and changes are happening
more quickly all the time.

The essential reality of the
Mass never changes but the
way we celebrate it does
change and it has changed
many times.o

Weisgerber said the 1970
revision of the Roman Mis-
sal came at a time of anti-
establishment cultural up-
heaval. fiWe recognize now
that a lot of the scriptural
passages in the liturgy were
eliminated because they
were too complicated,0 he
said.

Fr. Gurr said the new mis-
sal is comprised of two
revised books, the Roman

Missal and the General
Instruction on the Roman
Missal or GIRM. He de-
scribed the GIRM as an
instructional manual for the
missal.

fiThe Roman Missal is a
work in progress and since
its beginnings it has been
experiencing change and
evolution,0 said Fr. Gurr.
fiThings change, things are
discovered, and the church
has to redeyne itself in terms
of where things are at.0
Gurr said the origins of
a printed missal appeared
around 1470 after the in-
vention of the printing press
and in 1570 the Council of
Trent witnessed fithe real
dawno of an ofycial Roman
Missal followed by many
revisions and updates in-
cluding in 1970 and 1975.
Gurr said in 2002 Pope
John Paul Il initiated an-
other revision fiand this is
the edition we are receiving
now.0

fiThis isndt a knee jerk re-
action to something, this is
part of a long tradition. This

book, too will have to be
updated and there will be
more revisions in the fu-
ture.0

Gurr said the missal which
is being replaced contained
prayers that fimore or lesso
equaled the meaning of the
original Latin fiin the casu-
al language of the day, the
language of the people. In
this version the church has
asked for a word for word
translation so that what is
said in Latin is translated
verbatim to English. Itis
a truer representation of
where the prayers are com-
ing from.0

Weisgerber said in the
new missal fiwe are say-
ing the same thing but in
a more elegant way. Its
a richer translation and a
challenging one for the
priest and the laity. Change
means we will have to
think and become more in-
tentional and I think that is
good for us.0

Prison ministry: A call to live out Matthew 25

rison ministry is a call

to live out Matthew
25, in which Jesus speaks
of feeding the hungry,
welcoming the unwanted,
caring for the poor and
sick and reaching out to
the imprisoned.
fiJesus was pretty seri-
ous about all that but
by and large Christians
have made this optional,
and itds not optional,0
said Archbishop James
Weisgerber at a gather-
ing of prison chaplains,
ex-offenders,  deacons,
family and friends of the
imprisoned, and anyone
concerned with the crimi-
nal justice system. It was
held Nov. 15 at Micah
House, the Archdiocese
of Winnipegés Catholic
Centre for Social Justice.
Sr.  Carol  Peloquin,
SNJM, coordinator of the
Next Step Program for
Released Offenders spoke
of restorative justice.
filtss a different way of
doing justice, to ynd out
what really happened,
how can we restore vic-
tims and restore offend-
ers?0 Peloquin said four

out of yve ex-offenders
fiwere victims of poverty
or abuse, before they were
perpetrators.o

A prison ministry vol-
unteer, Kim, a wife and
mother, became involved
after attending what has
become an annual one-
day prison retreat for lay
people to explore the pos-
sibility of prison ministry.
Kim joined a group from
St. Ignatius Church that
attends mass with inmates
once a month and she vol-
unteers with Next Step.

fil see the support they
need for the transition
from an institution back
into the community. ltés
not my role to judge, ités
about dignity and respect
for human beings,0 she
said.

Adrian, an ex-offender,
spoke of a life in and out
of jail. He described grow-
ing up in an fiunstructured
household,0 the death of
a younger brother and a
mother unable to cope.
He turned to gangs and
crime.

fil was actually encour-
aged, there was nobody

He
started a college course in
landscaping.

AiWhat keeps me on track
are things like Next Step

where | get encourage-
ment and guidance to not
fall in with my old crowd
again. 16m very grateful
and thankful for those
volunteers,0 he said.

A couple married 38
years, Joe and Susan,
spoke of the pain of hav-
ing their son incarcerated.
fiWWe were broken and did
not know where to turn,0
Susan said. A jail chap-
lain who knew them from
church sought them out
fiand allowed us to share

our hurts and our grief.
We hope other parents
can ynd this support.o
Upon release ex-offend-
ers will likely go right
back where they were to
old friends and old ways
of life because they have
so little and nowhere else
to go. A safe place such as
Quixote House in down-
town Winnipeg, created
by the Winnipeg Jesuit
community, provides a
chance to live, at least for
atime, in a supportive en-

vironment and ynd new
opportunities.

Gordon, currently on
parole, has been living at
Quixote House. 0ltbs been
very helpful,0 he said.
fiJust keep doing what
youdre doing.0

Weisgerber said prison
ministry is fiunder the ra-
dar, and ités very encour-
aging to see so many of
you because there are as
many here as those who
could not be here and
thatts a huge group.o

In a discussion attendees
agreed that a key to pris-
on ministry is to continue
to be present so that help
is there when an offend-
er makes the decision to
change and asks for help.

filt doesnbt happen on
our schedule,0 said one
volunteer. AANd if they
fall again and are brave
enough to come back to
us we have to be there to
welcome them. We canft
ask 6why aren6t you bet-
ter yet?0 because wedre
not them.o

The topic was Safe TALK,
asuicide awareness training
program. It was facilitated
by Val Horner, a retired
nurse and counsellor who
currently works as a senior
training coach with Living-
Works Education.

She has been involved in
facilitating suicide aware-
ness and prevention pro-
grams for a number of
years.

Suicide is a taboo subject
in society. SafeTALK was
developed by Calgary-
based Living Works to help
people discern whether

someone is having thoughts
of suicide.

0Safed stands for Suicide
Alertness For Everyone, the
premise being that everyone
can do something to help
prevent suicide. 0TALKG
stands for Tell, Ask, Listen,
Keep Safe.

The role of someone who
is trained in SafeTALK is

to be aware of the possibil-
ity of suicide and to quickly
make connections for some-
one who may be having sui-
cidal thioughts. The goal is
to help that person be safe.
Studies indicate that one
person in 20 is having
thoughts of suicide at any
given time. And although
thoughts candt be prevented,

acts can. Most people want
help to stay alive.

People rarely tell someone
directly if they are thinking
of suicide. Clues are often
hidden invitations which
include things you see, such
as a personds actions such as
withdrawal, alcohol or drug
misuse or moodiness. Clues
may be in things you hear,
such as a person express-
ing that they have no pur-
pose, their life is a burden,
theydre alone. There are
clues you can sensg, such as
desperation, hopelessness,
numbness or shame. Life
situations are also impor-
tant, such as abuse, rejec-
tion, losses or experiencing
someone elsets suicide.

If you are aware of any of
the above, ask directly. You
can say fisometimes when
people are feeling they have
no purpose, when life seems
hopeless, they think about
suicide. Are you thinking
about suicide?0

Stonewallis Christ the King Parish
celebrates 50th Anniversary of its church

On Nov. 19 the cold and
snow did not hinder
visitors or past parishioners
from attending the 50th an-
niversary celebration of
Christ the King Catholic
Parish in Stonewall and
its present church built in
1961. The Mass began at
5 p.m. with Archbishop
James Weisgerber, presider,
and with Fr. Dindo Pepito,
pastor, and former pastors
Msgr. Ward Jamieson, Fr.
Romuald Szumierz and Fr.
Raphael Glofcheski con-
celebrating.  Sister Sheila
Madden, who assisted in the
parish during the time of Fr.
Pat McDonough, and Sister
Marie Finn formerly from
New Zealand, both from the
Sisters of Our Lady of the
Missions were also present.

In his homily the Archbish-
op spoke about Christ, our
King who was unlike many
of the past kings in history.
He was not rich with yne
clothes like earthly kings
who ruled over the poor.
He even gave up his life for
our transgressions. We are
to place our trust in Him,
be humble and carry on His
works: feed the hungry, wel-
come the stranger, visit the
sick or imprisoned, cloth the
naked.

Following Mass everyone
was invited to a thanksgiving
meal and a time of fellow-
ship. The hall was tastefully
decorated in red and gold.
The head table guests were
piped in by Cameron Bal-

lantyne who wore his Earl
of St. Andrews tartan. Four
members of the Knights of
Columbus, Alex Krawec,
Ken Desmet, Marcel Huys
and Johann Hueging fol-
lowed in the procession.

Grace was said by Fr.
Szumierz followed by a brief
power point presentation on
the history of Christ the King
Parish. Other former pastors
of the parish arrived one by
one in time for supper. They
were Fr. Paul Tinguley, Fr.
Gerald Langevin, Fr. Dado
Parrenas and Fr. Stan Gacek
as well as Fr, Michael Woll-
baum the Dean of the Inter-
lake Deanery and pastor of
St. Theresads Church.

The yrst priests to serve the
Stonewall Catholic commu-
nity were missionary priests
in the Diocese of St. Boni-
face. On Dec. 4,1915, the
Archdiocese of Winnipeg
was created and Stonewall
Parish came under its ju-
risdiction. The Oblate mis-
sionary Fr. Comeau was the
pioneer priest of this Roman
Catholic Parish. In the late
1920s chaplains from Stony
Mountain Penitentiary and

also from St. Paulos College
came out to serve the Catho-
lics in the area.

At this time, Stonewall res-
idents were mostly Method-
ists. In 1928, the Stonewall
Roman Catholic congrega-
tion bought the yrst Stone-
wall school building. This
building was renovated and
used as a church until 1960.

Father J. Derome came to
Stonewall in 1935 and was
the yrst resident priest to live
in the town. The parish visi-
tation at that time totalled 28
Catholic families in the area
that included Stonewall,
Grosse Isle, Argyle, Bal-
moral and Warren.

Fr. Derome died in the late
1940s and the parish was
once again served by priests
form Winnipeg.

In 1955, Father Eugene
Grise was appointed as pas-
tor of the Missions of Stone-
wall, Teulon and Inwood.
During this time plans were
made to build a new church
in Stonewall. In 1956, the
land was bought and in 1960
building began. The church
was dedicated Oct. 29, 1961
by Most Reverend George

Bernard Flahiff, Archbishop
of Winnipeg.

We had the formation of the
choir, an active youth group,
the liturgy committee, par-
ish council, the Knights of
Columbus and the Catholic
Womenés League formed in
Nov., 1932. In 1999 it be-
came known as Stonewall
Catholic Ladies Group.

It is now 96 years since
Christ the King Parish of
Stonewall was established.
We are continually making
improvements and changes
in the church even to this
day. The present day mem-
bers worked very hard to
create a memorable day for
all to commemorate the 50th
anniversary of this church,
feeding approximately 180
people. Many happy memo-
ries were shared and hope-
fully new memories were
made.

The theme of the churchds
year long celebration has
been, Remember, Rejoice,
Renew. Remember, it is with
great esteem that we remem-
ber the humble beginnings
of our parish which started
as early as 1915. Rejoice for
what has been done and ful-
ylled long ago and for what
has been going and moving
on in the parish until now..
Renew as we now in the
church are in need of con-
stant renewal and continued
reform.

Asking the question does
not put the idea into some-
oneds mind, but we must
be respectful when ask-
ing. Most times people are
relieved to be able to talk
about their thoughts.

One must also listen. Peo-
ple with suicidal thoughts
want to talk to someone
about not wanting to live.
They want to talk them-
selves out of suicide. We
honour them by letting them
tell their story. To keep safe,
we must realize it isnft our
job to ynd a cure, or save a
life. Our job is to connect
the person with someone
who will help them save
their own life, someone
who can do a suicide pre-
vention intervention. This
may include a crisis line,
mobile crisis unit, physi-
cian, police, or others who
are trained to intervene.

Sometimes we can miss,
dismiss or avoid the invita-
tions that the person think-

ing about suicide is giving
us. Sometimes we may mis-
read what we thought were
invitations. Val mentioned a
time when she interpreted
an Ginvitationd and asked
if the person was thinking
about suicide. The person
denied having any thoughts
of suicide. It is better, how-
ever, to err on the side of
keeping a person safe, rath-
er than ignoring a possible
invitation.

The deacon community
felt so enlightened by the
presentation that it was sug-
gested that we partake in
the two-day Living Works
ASIST program, (Applied
Suicide Intervention Skills
Training) next spring.

We encourage all to learn
SafeTALK, and help some-
one keep safe and stay
alive.

Archbishop  Weisgerber,
spoke eloquently on the
New Evangelization, a sub-
ject dear to the hearts of
Blessed John Paul Il and
Pope Benedict XVI.

The archbishop told us the
rather shocking fact that the
largest religious denomina-
tion in North America is
non-practising  Catholics.
The New Evangelization is
about reaching out to those
disaffected Catholics. Our
culture has changed dramat-
ically in the last 50 years,
and belief in God and prac-
ticing onebs religion is sim-
ply not relevant in the lives
of so many people today.

As the baptised, we
are all called to evangelize,
and this means ynding new
ways to make the Gospel,
the Good News of Jesus
Christ, relevant and desir-
able to the world.
Archbishop James also
spoke about stewardship.
fiwe are all one in Christ
from whom all good gifts
come,d he said. fiThe trea-
sure of stewardship is that
everyone of us has been giv-
en gifts from the Holy Spir-
it, so that the Church, alive
and brimming with these
gifts, is indeed the dLight of
the World6 and dSalt for the
Earth.00

forward is fithe faith of the
parents, and the young man
found a place in a vibrant
parish, maybe with a youth
ministry.

Potvin was speaking at the
Western Canadian Catholic
Stewardship Conference in
Winnipeg Oct. 28-20, spon-
sored by the Archdiocese of
Winnipeg, Archdiocese of St.
Boniface and the Ukrainian
Catholic Archeparchy of Win-
nipeg.

Potvin was among 16 speak-
ers, which included Arch-
bishop Albert LeGatt of St.
Boniface  and Ukrainian
Catholic Metropolitan Arch-
bishop Lawrence Huculak,
providing sessions on shar-
ing gifts, hospitality and cel-
ebrating stewardship. Albert
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Th®venot, Bishop of Prince
Albert, Sask., was the closing
keynote speaker and Arch-
bishop James Weisgerber pre-
sided at the closing Mass.

A steward is not the owner,
Potvin said, but fia property
manager, an organizer, a regu-
lator.

Potvin said the average
Manitoban gives $385 annu-
ally to charity. fiThe excuse
that 0l candt afford to gived just
doesnit py,0 he said.

The conference attracted at-
tendees from all regions of
Western Canada and many
praised the event for its diverse
offerings and the challenges it
put forth.

His other works include
Comparative Theology: Deep

Being Catholic and learning Hinduism go together

Learning Across Religious
Borders and The Truth, the
Way, the Life: Christian Com-
mentary on the Three Holy
Mantras of the Srivaisnava
Hindus.

Clooney is from New York
City and currently director of
the Center for the Study of
World Religions at Harvard
University. His work is pri-
marily the study of theological
commentaries in the Sanskrit
and Tamil traditions of Hindu
India, and the emerging yeld of
comparative theology, which
is distinguished by particular
attention to the workings of
theological learning enriched
by the study of faith traditions
other than onefs own.

In his second of three pre-
sentations, Clooney spoke on

The Absent Beloved: Inside
the Song of Songs and Hindu
Mystical Poetry in which he
compared and contrasted Ber-
nard of Clairvauxds sermons
on the Song of Songs with a
medieval Hindu commentary
on the love songs in Satako-
pan s Tiruvaymoli.

The protagonists of Song of
Songs, a book in the OId Tes-
tament and the Hebrew Bible,
are a woman and a man. Song
of Songs has been interpreted
as representing the relationship
between God and the Church,
or Christ and the human soul,
as husband and wife. It is one
of the shortest books in the
Bible, consisting of only 117
VErSES.

Clooney said the power of
Song of Songs, is not in talk-

Soclety lacks a moral sense of obiocode or geocideo

Society has a moral sense
of suicide, homicide and
genocide fibut no moral sense
of biocide or geocideo says a
bioethicist and member of the
Congregation of the Sisters of
St. Joseph of Peterborough,
Ont.

Sr. Mary Rowell, CSJ, was
quoting the late Thomas Berry,
an American Catholic priest
and ecologist as she spoke at
the Canadian Religious Con-
ference at St. Boniface Pas-
toral Centre Oct. 29. Rowell
said people are well aware
of environmental destruction,
but few do anything about it.

The conference was entitled
A Place at the Table: The
Contribution of Christians to
the Public Discourse on the
Environment. The CRC orga-
nized the day-long event fifor
all who desire to explore more
deeply our relationship with
creation and our commitment
to the integrity of creation.o
The Montreal-based CRC
was founded in 1954 with a
mission to fipromote justice,
peace, and respect for human
rights and the environment.o

fiHow dowe as people of faith

turn an 6isd into an 6ought?60
Rowell asked. fiHow do we
take the facts and turn them
into something we will do
something about? How do we
make those facts into a moral
imperative, something we
need to do?0

Rowell said when things be-
come objects events such as
the Holocaust happen. fiThatts
when something is seen as
less than human.o

Originally from Cambridge,
England Rowell became a
nurse and worked in develop-
ing countries in Asia. She later
completed a graduate degree
in medical law and ethics at
the University of London,

England and was later a clini-
cal ethicist at the Childrends
Hospital in Toronto. She
taught bioethics at the Univer-
sity of Toronto and completed
a doctoral thesis in bioethics,
ecology and theology.

The Sisters of St. Joseph of
Peterborough is a community
of about 80 Catholic women
whose mission is shared by
10 groups of lay associates in
Ontario and Alberta.

fivWe can learn from the earth
and its seasons such as this
season of fall, a time of let-
ting go. Do we need to let of
our economic systems? Look
at the Occupy Wall Street
movements, people are say-
ing Genough. We have to start
repecting.do

Rowell said the Canadian
bishops have written, fibwe are
called to deepen our capacity
to appreciate the wonders of
nature as an act of faith and
love.d Am | prepared to put
aside some things in order to
achieve this?0

Rowell said liturgists have
the ability to speak to and en-
courage fia deepened appre-
ciation of nature. They must

sensitize us to the problems
and encourage us to work for
solutions that our planet and
future generations require.0
fiwe must make the links

between social and ecologi-
cal justice more evident in our
preaching and in our commu-
nity action,0 she said. fiPreach
positive recognition and sup-
port for environmentalists, ed-
ucators and activists. Are we
prepared to work with them
or do we stay in our own silos,
fragmented?0

Rowell said all churches
ficall us to ecojustice. Pope
Benedict XVI has been called
the Green Pope, he has done
remarkable work with other
church leaders and other de-
nominations. How do we get
it from Rome to the pews? 1611
bet each of us has an option to
do this.0

Rowell said in his social
encyclical Caritas in Veritate
Pope Benedict wrote fiThe
church has a responsibility to-
ward creation and she must as-
sert this in the public sphere.0

There are parts when
she is looking out at the night,
as if the universe has become a
dark place. Both texts describe
the ability to put ones self in
the darkness, as it is with secu-
larism and people losing God,
God becoming absent.0

Clooney said the theme of
love is blind appears in Song

of Songs when the woman
is asked why her beloved is
so special. She is told to tone
down her passion and fito
be like the rest of us,0 Cloo-
ney said, but her love is too
strong to be denied fiand this
to the rational mind sounds far
fetched. But only if you love
can you see.0

fiUnless we learn how to read
carefully and study we deprive
ourselves of the opportunity
of going deeper, not that ev-
eryone has that opportunity, fi
Clooney said. iBut we need to
stop, repect, go deeper if we
are to ask: What does it mean
to read the Songs of Songs
with the Hindu Talmud text?0

Angeles, Director of Sacred
Music for the Archdiocese of
Winnipeg and pastor at Sacred
Heart Church in Virden, Man.,
was one of three composers
across Canada commissioned
by the Liturgical Ofyce of the
Canadian Conference of Cath-
olic Bishops to create musical
settings for the new Roman
Missal.

He recently presented six
sessions across the Archdio-
cese of Winnipeg to provide
those in music ministry with
an introduction to the music

of the new Missal, which was
inaugurated for ofycial use in
churches on the yrst Sunday
of Advent, Nov. 27.

At St. Josephés Church in
Winnipeg Oct 25, Angeles
said his hope was to provide a
fisimple and singable melody
that repects both the quality of
the text and its natural speech
rhythm.o

He was assigned the work
in fall 2007 while attending
seminary, with a deadline of
spring, 2008. filt was a very
daunting task,0 Angeles said.

Angeles said he focused on
keeping the songs to a small
range of notes set to a simple
key, inthis case C-major. fiThis
would enable us to embrace
the changes a little bit more
easily,0 he said. iMy hope is
that this mass setting will lift

us up.o

Archbishop of Winnipeg
James Weisgerber has re-
quested that churches in the
archdiocese sing Angelest set-
tings for the yrst year of the
new Missal.

fils it possible there is some-
one in our church, in our mu-
sic ministry, in our choir, who
we might not get along with?,0
asked Angeles. iMaybe we
hope they wondt show up, or
mayhbe theydll go join another
choir because theres been
some sort of misunderstand-
ing. Even in this body here
tonight there will be some ten-
sions between us. But when
we sang didnt the music unite
us? We are not perfect but we
are all pilgrims on the jour-
ney.0

Angeles described some new

emphases that provide foun-
dation for the music settings
which are guided by the Gen-
eral Instruction of the Roman
Missal.

fiThere is transendence, re-
alizing we are not stuck. The
new Roman Missal brings
us upward and onward,0 he

said. fiThere is continuity and
tradition. Some say we are go-
ing back to pre-Vatican Il but
that would be going back to
the Latin. The new translation
has been a work in progress so
that the theology in the Latin
comes through in the liturgy
today.0

The new translation, Angeles
says, also provides separate
dioceses with local autonomy.
fiWe live in a world where
we have easy access to see
how people pray and worship
elsewhere,0 he said. fiBut the
Avrchdiocese of Winnipeg has
its own particular characteris-
tics.0

Angeles said the challenge of
music ministry is to provide
fithe meat and potatoes, the
words and music. Whatever
sides we throw in, thatts up to

whatever we have at our dis-
posal in our parishes. Dont
become stuck on any particu-
lar style.0

Angeles was appointed pas-
tor at Sacred Heart in August,
2010 with additional responsi-
bility for St. Johnds Church in
Grande-Clairiere, a village that
he describes as fia church, two
houses and a cemetery.0 Yet
there are about 60 parishioners
each Sunday morning and a
dedicated music ministry that,
he said, lends any Mass setting
its own country and western
twang and shufpe. fil dondt
think there is anything more
beautiful than that,0 he said.
